This Pier was built by the
famous norman Lynch
family in Galway City so
they could visit their lands
here in Doorus.

After the Stop, continue
along the road signed
"Doorus Church"




Continue STRAIGHT at this
junction.

The road will wind down
to the sea.

You can STOP here and
walk along the beach to
the Martello Tower if you
wish.

Ensure to LOCK the Bikes.

This tower is one of a
number that were built
during the Napoleanic
Wars.




After the Martello tower, you
are now on the Island of
Aughinish and have crossed
into County Clare.

At this T junction turn right to
go down to the sea.

NEXT: STOP 900 M

You have now reached the end of
the road. This is a nice spot to
take a break and a walk on the
little beach.

Ensure to LOCK the Bikes.

From here we continue hack the
way we came towards the
mainland.
